at was one of seven children, six of 

whom lived at home. His father had great difficulty provid-

ing for his family during this financial crisis.

Nat’s mother’s phrase, “I will lift 
up my eyes unto the 

stars,” reminds us of Psalm 121:

I will lift u
p my eyes to the mountains; from where shall my 

help come? My help comes from the Lord, Who made heaven 

and earth (1, 2).

In this chapter, Nat encountered a great disappoint-

ment. In fact, Nathaniel Bowditch as a child experienced 

many challenges and sufferings that would have flattened 

most adults. As Nat said of his father in this chapter, “It took 

the tuck out of Father, when he lost the Polly.” As we con-

tinue to read this biography, we observe that Nat’s father’s 

character was weak. Captain Bowditch drank alcohol to 

mask his sorrows and disappointments. Nat’s mother’s char-

acter was much stronger. She encouraged her son to look 

beyond the disappointment to the Lord, who made heaven 

and earth. One’s character is formed by personal choices, 

not by external circumstances. 

Many of Nat’s sorrows occurred when he was a child, 

as is the case of many great leaders and heroes in history. 

God uses these difficult circumstances to develop or “prove” 

one’s character for the greater calling He has for our lives. He 

tries our hearts and minds with hardships and challenges to 

see in whom or in what we are putting our trust. The Bible 

teaches us to put our faith and trust in God and His provi-

dence, to be patient and longsuffering through troubles and 

failures, because “perseverance proves character and proven 

character produces hope in God” (Romans 5:3, 4). This is 

a difficult thing to do as a child. In fact, many adults, like 

Nat’s father, are unable to trust God and move forward.

But He knows the way I take; when He has tried me, I shall 

come forth as gold (Job 23:10).

For You, O God, have proved us; You have tried us as silver is 

tried, refined, and purified (Psalm 66:10).

Consider it all joy, my brethren, when you encounter various 

trials, knowing that the testing of your faith produces endur-

ance (James 1:2, 3).
